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Abstract

Three main axes in which new scientists, as shown from the papers which will be presented in this congress, are involved are: Tourism and IT.
We are obliged to start with one of the most important parameters in an economic system: Education. Particular accent is given in the education in small ages. The use of computers and internet should be included in the school programs, starting from the primary schools. 
In Greece, since 1993 all the pupils of Lower Secondary education started an introductory course in Information Technology. The first freshmen who were not IT analphabet were those who passed their entry examination in 1997.

I consider also important the strategies for the increase of feminine attendance in the all levels of this education. 
For Greece, tourism is very important financial parameter. It is useful to give some information about the tourist growth, the problems and the prospects and generally how the tourism develops worldwide and specially in our country. 
Europe, as it is very well known, possesses the large majority in the tourism, with a percentage around 60%, presented an increase of 4%, while for Greece the same figures did not develop so well: despite the Olympic year and the expectations our tourism presented a 3% loss. 

The Greek tourism contributes roughly 18% to the GNP, if we take into account and its multiplicative effects to the economy. The total income from the tourism reached in 2004 the 10.5 billion €, and it is bigger than the total value of our exports, products and services, and covers roughly the 40% of deficit of balance of our exterior payments.
Finally, as far as it concerns IT and telecommunications, all the financial figures presented, in 2005, an increase by 22% compared to 2004. They also exhibit a significant increase in their (more than double) annual turnover.
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
